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Studies on Antimutagenicity of 8 Folk Medicine on Mutagensis
Induced by Benzo(a)pyrene in Salmonella ty phimurium TA98

Antimutagenic activity of eight kinds of folk medicine that are uscd as heat—clearing and detoxifing and as-
tringent was inverstigated by the rcversion action with Ame’s strains TA98 of Salmonella typhimurium on
mutagenesis induced by benzo(a)pyrene. 60% Alcoholic extracts of Cassytha fliformis, Ampelopsis cantoniensis
var. grossedetata and aqueous extracts of Rubus palmatus and Ventilago leiocar pa showed the strong decreasing ef-
fect of the mutagenic activity of benzo(a)pytrene. When the dose per plate was 5 mg, thier inhibitory rate-was more
than 96%. There are 2 extracts, Diploclisia glaucescens and Oldenlania hedgolidea showing weak activity, and two
extracts of Clematis chinese and Millettia cham pioni have not any effect. Ampelopsis cantoniensis var. grossedentata
of antimutagenic cxtracts showed cytotoxity effect.
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
